1. Purpose: To promote Wushu, increase skills and friendship among athletes. Sports without 
doping. 

2. Organizer: Finnish Wushu Kungfu Association  

3. Date: November 22, 2008 at 10 am. to 4 pm. 

4. Place:  Helsinki, Töölö Sportshall B-arena. (Paavo Nurmen kuja 1 C, 00250 Helsinki) 

5. Age-groups: 

• Girls under 12 years  

• Boys under 12 years 

• Girls under 15 years  

• Boys under 15 years 

• Women 15-35 years 

• Men 15-35 years 

• Women over 35 years 

• Men over 35 years 

 

Do not perform Taijiquan 
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6. Program: 

1. Open hand: Changquan, Nanquan, Taijiquan.    

2. Short weapon: Jianshu, Daoshu, Nandao, Taiji weapons 

3. Long weapon: Qiangshu, Gunshu, Nangun. 

Used for categories 1-3: 

Standard or self made routine. IWUF rules of 1999-2004. Competition time 
should not be less than 1 min 20 second. There is no time-limits for children 
under 15 years. For taijiquan competition time is 5-6 min or 3-4 min for 
competition routine with difficulty movements, taiji weapons 3-4 min. 

4. Traditional: 

I:   xingyi, baguazhan, bajiquan. 

II:  tunbei, pigua, fanziquan, choziaoquan. 

III: ditanquan, all imitation styles: usuntokaoquan, 
houquan, inchzhaoquan, tanlanquan, tsuiquan, 
baihequan. 

IV:  taijiquan, shaolinquan, chaquan, huaquan, hunquan, 
paoquan, traditional nanquan and all not 
included before.

5. Traditional weapon: 

I :   one weapon 

II :  double weapons 

III : flexible weapons

6. Duilian: 

I. Open hand vs. open hand

7.Group: 3-6 people from any age category: time: 3 - 4 min.  
 

8. Only solo-events are judged by IWUF 1999-2004 rules.  

Chief referee: Niilo Kivirinta, International judge’s grade and Jyri Sucksdorff 
European judge’s grade  
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9. Chief referee names the judges which include the head judge, judges and secretary. 

10. Board for reclamations:  Sifu Hamed Shafae, Janne Vesterinen and Teemu Lehtinen 
Reclamations must be made at most 30 min after the end of the event. 100€ fee must be 
made along with the reclamation which will be used to cover competition events if the 
reclamation was uncalled for. 

11. Order of competition: Randomized, will be announced on the competition morning.  

12. Winners of solo events: 

Winner is determined by the highest score. If there are over 10 participants in a single event 
6 best will be awarded. 

1 place: medal, diploma 
2 place: medal, diploma 
3 place: medal, diploma 
4 - 6 place: diploma 

Organizers may combine events if the number of competitors is very small.
